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1. Formal admission to ACCADEMIA RIACI and payment
of tuition and fees are prerequisites to registration. All
students, by virtue of registering, agree to comply with the
regulations of the school and to pay all applicable tuition
and registration fees before the course start date.
Payments can be made exclusively by wire transfer to the
bank account indicated by the Office of Admissions.
ACCADEMIA RIACI will provide the student with a
certificate of payment confirmation. The certificate of
enrollment will be issued only after receiving the confirma-
tion of the wire transfer by the Office of Admissions.
ACCADEMIA RIACI may, at its sole discretion, exclude
from any course and/or examinations any registered
student who fails to pay the applicable Tuition Fee within
the period stated above or any other period as may be
agreed with ACCADEMIA RIACI. ACCADEMIA RIACI
reserves the right to claim back from any such student any
reasonable expenses incurred in reliance upon his/her
registration on the course.

2. Enrollment Fee and Deposit paid to ACCADEMIA
RIACI are non-refundable unless ACCADEMIA RIACI
decides not to grant the student a place on the relevant
course. If cancellation occurs not less than 180 days prior
to the course start date, ACCADEMIA RIACI will refund
100% of the Tuition (excluding Enroliment Fee and
Deposit); 50% of the Tuition (excluding Enrollment Fee
and Deposit) will be refunded if cancellation occurs at
least 30 days before the course start date. No refund will
be made if cancellation occurs less than 30 days before
the course start date. For students who do not hold an EU
passport, there will be no refund after the Certificate of
Enroliment has been issued.

3. Tuition includes a Certificate of Attendance or a
Diploma issued after completion of the course.

4. ACCADEMIA RIACI will be responsible for preparing a
basic equipment for student use. However, expenses for
any materials needed for each student’s course and
projects are not included in the course fees.

5. Transportation costs to commute to the school or the
off-campus laboratories are NOT included in the tuition
fee. Students need to purchase a bus/train pass at their
own expense.

6. Specific information during the course such as detailed
timetable of the course shall be communicated to the
student upon course start. Examinations must be taken at
the end of the relevant course. No student shall be
allowed to take the examinations after the end of the
relevant course. If the student does not take the examina-

tions at the end of the course, or does not achieve the
required pass mark in the examinations, ACCADEMIA
RIACI shall not issue any final certificate of completion or
the official diploma to the student.

7. Class attendance is MANDATORY. No student will be
allowed to the final examinations unless he/she attends at
least 80% of the lessons. No certificate of attendance
shall be issued unless the student maintains the required
attendance record until the end of the course. If a student
does not attend lessons, tuition and fees won't be
refunded.

8. By enrolling in any course offered by ACCADEMIA
RIACI, students agree to comply fully with the disciplinary
rules of ACCADEMIA RIACI as this represents a condition
of the agreement between students and ACCADEMIA
RIACI. Compliance which the disciplinary rules shall
involve a good attendance record, a rigorous respect of
the schedule of lessons and a responsible attitude
towards the staff of ACCADEMIA RIACI. Failure to adhere
fully to these rules may result in disciplinary measures
being taken against the offending student (which, for the
avoidance of doubt, may involve the expulsion of the
student from the relevant course). To the fullest extent
permitted by Italian law, ACCADEMIA RIACI reserves the
right to claim damages in relation to any loss caused by
the student.

9. Courses are organized according to the schedules,
dates, and programs established by the teachers appoint-
ed by ACCADEMIA RIACI, which reserves the right, at
any time, to amend any aspect of the course as may be
necessary.

10. The examination papers, together with any material
produced by the students during classes shall be deemed
to be the property of ACCADEMIA RIACI. Students
hereby assign all copyrights arising in any material
produced by the students to ACCADEMIA RIACI and in
particular allow ACCADEMIA RIACI to exhibit, reproduce
and/or publish such material.

11. Changing a course (the subject or the course start
date) is possible only if the new course begins within 365
days from the initial start date, and within the following
conditions:

a) if course change request is notified until 180 to 30 days
before the course start date:

For Academy Courses: by paying the enroliment fee of
the registered course.

For other courses: by paying the 20% of the sum of tuition
and enrollment fee of the registered course.

For Package courses: 20% of the total course fee.

b) if course change request is notified after 30 days
before the course start date:

For Academy Courses: by paying the enrollment fee of
the registered course and 50% of its tuition.

For other courses: by paying the enrollment fee of the
registered course and 50% of its tuition.

For Package courses: 50% of the total course fee.

There is NO REFUND of the fees already paid. Students
can allocate the fees already paid, deducting the above
course change fees, to the payment for new courses.

12. ACCADEMIA RIACI reserves the right to cancel a
course due to low enrollment or other circumstances
beyond the school’s control. Students who are registered
in a course that is canceled will be notified, and the
course fees will be fully refunded.

13. ACCADEMIA RIACI assumes no responsibility for
damaged, lost, or stolen personal items.

14. Students who damage or vandalize school property
will be responsible for its repair and/or replacement.

15. ACCADEMIA RIACI is closed on Italian public and
school holidays, such as spring break, fall break, summer,
and Christmas holidays.

16. No variation of this agreement shall be effective
unless in writing and signed by or on behalf of each of the
parties.

17. For all programs held by ACCADEMIA RIACI,
including those held off its campus, the agreement
between ACCADEMIA RIACI and students shall be
subject to the Italian law and the parties hereby agree that
the ltalian courts in Florence shall have sole jurisdiction
over any dispute arising out of this agreement.

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HOUSING RULES AND REGULATIONS
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1. Housing check-in is on Sunday, and check-out is on Saturday. Check-in
or check-out on any other day is possible but will incur an additional charge.

2. The housing request deadline is 30 days before the course starts. We
recommend that students apply for housing at the same time as their course
application.

3. Once a student arrives in Italy, NO REFUND will be made under any
circumstances if the student decides to cancel, change, or vacate an
assigned apartment.

4. The accommodation address will be provided 7 days before the registered
check-in date. Please note that the address may change, so check the latest
information carefully.

5. To cancel a reservation, the student must notify the school at least 90
days before the registered check-in date. The refund amount will be 70% of
the paid fee, after deducting 22% tax and any bank commissions.

6. Shared apartments provided by the school are located in Florence,
approximately 20-30 minutes by bus or bicycle from the city center. Each
apartment may consist of 2 or 3 bedrooms with a shared kitchen and shared
bathroom. Students cannot choose their apartment placement.

7. Students cannot choose their roommates or flatmates based on personal
preferences, except in cases the school considers justified.

8. Students requesting a single room will be provided a separate room with
one bed but will still share the kitchen and bathroom with other flatmates.

9. All residents are responsible for cleaning their rooms, kitchen, and
bathroom. Essentials such as soap, detergent, toilet paper, etc., must be
purchased by the residents. The kitchen is equipped with utensils. Students
must bring their own face, hand, and bath towels, as these items will not be
provided.

10. There is NO AIR CONDITIONING in any of the apartments, but Wi-Fi is
available for an extra weekly charge.

11. During winter (November to March), heating is available for 8 hours per
day, according to Italian energy-saving laws. Most buildings have central
heating. Students must not modify the heating system without permission;
doing so may have legal consequences for the guarantor.

12. Students are responsible for keeping their accommodation keys safe.
Lost keys may require changing the entire door lock, and the school is not
responsible for this cost. The landlord reserves the right to charge the
student for such fees. Some bedrooms do not have keys, or if they do, doors
may only lock from the inside. Students should keep important belongings in
a locked suitcase.

13. Only students who have reserved rooms may enter the apartment.
Inviting friends or relatives, holding parties, or shared meals with non-resi-
dents is not allowed. Such activities may be reported to the police by
neighbors, and the landlord may charge responsible students for any
damage.

14. According to Italian anti-terrorism law, landlords must notify the local
police of all residents. Any failure to comply is subject to severe legal
penalties. Students may not invite friends or relatives without prior
permission from the landlord.

15. Making loud noise after midnight is prohibited by law. Complaints from
neighbors may result in fines, and the landlord may refuse continued stay in
the accommaodation for this reason.

16. Students staying in shared apartments must follow all accommodation
rules. Noncompliance may result in expulsion from the accommodation, and
the school is not responsible for refunding any paid rent in such cases.

17. The school does not mediate disagreements between roommates or
flatmates. Problems with the landlord, however, should be addressed
through the school office.
